The deadline for submissions of abstracts is
March 15, 2013 and final papers must be submitted before April 5, 2013 in order to be included in the
conference materials. The number of papers that can be accommodated is limited, so please be sure to
submit your abstract early. Authors of accepted papers must register for the conference within 10
business days of the acceptance of their paper.

The registration fee for attendees is US$200, which includes a reception dinner on April 24, a
lunch and a dinner on April 25, a lunch and a conference dinner on April 26 as well as conference
materials.
